This course discusses the origins and developments of
significant wars in the the Middle East during the 20th and 21st
centuries. The course consists of six parts: 1) theoretical
debates of conflict theory, 2) the historical context of the
conflicts, 3) the major wars and conflicts, 4) the issues of the
conflicts, 5) revolutions, and 6) development and impact of the
conflict. The first three parts will be taught in the first
semester, and the latter in the second semester. After the
course, the student should have a general understanding of the
formation, development, and impact of the conflicts in the
Middle East.

of Islamic legal system which is expected to enhance the
capacity of students to understand Islamic societies better
through Islamic law. In practical career and social life, a
sound knowledge of Islamic law would contribute to establish
practically better or more workable relations with Muslim
individuals, societies and states, which could lead to better
trade, efficient diplomacy and peaceful cultural engagements
with Muslims.

CER

This course begins with values availing Islamic norms to emerge,
leading to Islamic legal language. in practical contexts,
religious rituals extending from private to public context is
another point where Islamic law starts from its religious nature
to public ethics. In this course, the sources of Islamic law
will thoroughly be evaluated. Sources of Islamic law are divided
into two major parts: part 1. primary source, comprising the
following four: the Qur’ an, the Sunna of the Prophet, the
consensus of the community, and analogical resonating of the
jurist; part 2. secondary sources, comprising, public interest
(maslaha), pre-emtive policy (sadd al-zarai), juristic




preference (istihsan), presumption of continuity (istishab),
customary practice (urf), necessity (darura).

In terms of history of law, it will survey Islamic law in three
parts: part 1: formative period of Islamic law, comprising the
emergence of Islamic legal schools; part 2: Classical period of
Islamic law, comprising development of major legal texts with
sophisticated interpretations, 3 modern period of Islamic law,
comprising the era of reformations in law.

In terms of positive rulings, the course will comprise
particularly Islamic family law and criminal law. Family law
will cover mainly marriage and divorce, while criminal justice
will focus upon two main sections of crimes and penalties, the
concept of fixed penalties and that of discretionary penalties.
The last section of the course will cover the objectives of law,
entailing human rights and responsibilities.
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Four pursuits define the course.  Students can expect to i) gain a greater
understanding of economics of energy and particularly exhaustible
resources of oil and gas and petroleum industry of the major oil and gas
exporting countries of the ME; ii) identify and analyze how the importance
of oil and gas resources to the global economy have influenced foreign
policies, domestic efforts, and military strategies of the major oil and gas
exporting countries of the region; 3) examine shifting trends in the energy
realm, with a major focus on the unconventional oil and gas revolution; and
4) anticipate new patterns and structural shifts in the geopolitics of ME and

international environment in light of these trends.
